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PRO-PAKISTAN STANCE: 125 top Indian
merchants resolve to boycott all forms of trade
& commercial engagement with two countries

‘Yow to boycott
trade with Turkey
and Azerbaijan’

More than 125 top trade
leaders from across the
country on Friday resolved to
boycott all forms of trade and
commercial  engagement
with Turkey and Azerbaijan,
including travel and tourism.

The trade leaders also ap-
pealed to the Indian film In-
dustry not to undertake
shooting of any film in Tur-
key or Azerbaijan and if any
shooting is done, the business
community and the people
would boycott such films.
The resolution also warns
corporate houses not to shoot
any product promotion film
in Turkey or Azerbaijan.

The decision was taken at
a National Conference of
Trade Leaders convened by
the Confederation of All
India Traders (CAIT) here,
where representatives from
24 states participated. It was
strongly affirmed in the con-
ference to stand in solidarity
with Prime Minister Nar-
endra Modi and to oppose
stoutly anyone against India
at this crucial juncture.

The resolution comes in
response to the recent stand
taken by Turkey and Azer-
baijan in open support of
Pakistan, at a time when

versities of the two countries.

India is facing a sensitive and
critical national security situ-
ation. The collective Indian
trading community views
this as a betrayal, particu-
larly considering the hu-
manitarian and diplomatic
support extended to both
these countries in the past by
India.

Addressing the gathering,
CAIT Secretary General and
Member of Parliament Pra-
veen Khandelwal said: “It is

deeply unfortunate that Tur-
key and Azerbaijan, who
have benefited from India’s
goodwill, aid, and strategic
support in times of distress,
have now chosen to side with
Pakistan — a country known
globally for its support to
terrorism. Their position not
only hurts India’s sover-
eignty and national interest
but also directly insults the
sentiments of 140 crore In-
dians.”

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Man delays mother s cremation over her silver bangles

In a shocking incident in Ra-
jasthan's Kotputli-Behror dis-
trict, a man halted his mother's
cremation, demanding her
silver bangles before allowing
the last rites to proceed.
Though the incident took
place in the first week of May,
the video of the episode sur-
faced recently, sparking wide-

spread criticism.

According to villagers,
Bhuri Devi, wife of the late
Chitramal Regar, passed
away on May 3. She had
seven sons, six of whom

reside together in the village,
while one son, Omprakash,
lived separately.

A longstanding property
dispute had been ongoing be-
tween Omprakash and his six

brothers for the past three to
four years. After Bhuri Devi's
death, her family and villagers
performed traditional pre-fu-
neral rituals at home.

During these preparations,
her jewellery, including silver
bangles, was taken off and
handed to the eldest son, Gird-
hari. This act reportedly trig-
gered Omprakash's outrage.
Following the rituals, Ompra-
kash also helped carry his
mother's bier.

However, upon reaching
the  cremation  ground,

matters took a dramatic turn.
While villagers were arrang-
ing wood for the pyre, Ompra-
kash demanded his mother's
silver bangles and other orna-
ments. In protest, he lay on the
pyre, refusing to allow the cre-
mation to proceed.

Eventually, the deceased's
silver bangles and jewellery
were brought to the crema-
torium and handed over to
Omprakash.

Only after getting the jewel-
lery, Omprakash vacated the
pyre, allowing the cremation.

ED conducts fresh searches in TN TASMAC case

The Enforcement Directorate
on Friday conducted fresh
searches in connection with
the Tamil Nadu TASMAC-
linked money laundering
case, officials said.

About 10 locations linked to
TASMAC officials and agents

are being raided in Chennai
under the Prevention of
Money Laundering Act
(PMLA), they said.

Some hawala operators and
cash collection agents are also
being searched, they said.

Incorporated in 1983, Tamil
Nadu State Marketing Cor-
poration Limited (TASMAC )
is "wholly owned" by the

Tamil Nadu government and
has its registered office in
Chennai. It is vested with the
exclusive rights for wholesale
supply of Indian Made For-
eign Liquor (IMFL) and beer
in the state with 43 depots
and nearly 5,000 retail units
spread across the state.

The federal probe agency
had conducted the first set of

raids in this case in March.

The Madras High Court in
April had dismissed three
writ petitions filed by the
Tamil Nadu government to
declare the ED searches and
seizure action, carried out by
it at the corporations' head-
quarter between March 6 and
8 as part of a money launder-
ing case, as illegal.

Doctors urge
people to
rethink normal’

Every year, May 17 is observed
as World Hypertension Day.
Doctors say that with nearly 30
per cent of India's adult popu-
lation living with high blood
pressure, hypertension has be-
come one of the leading risk
factors for heart disease,
stroke, kidney failure, and pre-
mature death.

They are urging people to
rethink what is considered
‘normal’ this World Hyperten-
sion Day.

Despite its significant im-
pact on public health, a large
number of people with hyper-
tension remain undiagnosed,
underscoring the urgent need
for a national shift in health-
care priorities, according to a
study titled Health of the Na-
tion 2025, conducted by
Apollo Hospitals in February.

The study also estimated
that approximately 300 mil-
lion people in India have hy-
pertension.

The prevalence is notably

high among younger popu-
lations, with 26 per cent of
those under 45 diagnosed
with high blood pressure in
2024.

"Prevention and early in-
tervention are not just op-
tions-they are imperatives.
Alarmingly, nearly 30 per
cent of India's urban popu-
lation under the age of 40 is
already affected by hyperten-
sion or prehypertension. This
calls for immediate and col-
lective action across health-
care, policy, and community
awareness to protect the
health of our fellow citizens,"
said Dr Preetha Reddy,
Executive Vice Chairperson
of Apollo Hospitals.
